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General guidelines

When writing a paper for The International Linguistic Society, the first thing to do is to read the guidelines carefully. One basic condition is not to exceed the 4-page limit. The International Linguistic Society returns papers exceeding the page limit and may even reject papers exceeding the limit.
The most practical way is to write on this The International Linguistic Society template or copy text you have written from another document. The International Linguistic Society styles for the authorship of the text are marked with the prefix ILS (i.e. International Linguistic Society). Thus, any text may be adjusted to The International Linguistic Society conference paper requirements by marking variable text units and clicking on the right ILS style options.

Once the layout of the conference paper is defined, you must pay special attention to the basic units of your paper.

First, the title of the paper is very important. It must be general, short, and straightforward. A good title should capture the attention of the reader/audience and be easily remembered. Avoid descriptive titles, especially involving subordinate clauses. On the other hand, subtitles are best avoided on many grounds. First, it is difficult to accommodate, especially when there is lack of space and quite often the subtitle is omitted. On the other hand, citation indexes may split up, such as one class with the full title and another one without the subtitle as a result of different citations/authors. One-line titles are optimal and titles of more than two-line must be avoided. 
After the title, the first name(s) and the last name(s) of the author(s) should follow. In case of more than one first name, a hyphen must be used (e.g. Anna-Maria) and in case of more than one last name, a hyphen must be used likewise (e.g. Gonzalez-Rodriguez). If multiple first and last names without respective hyphens, the initial first name and the final last name must be used.  
Following the title and the names of the authors, the abstract is also an important unit. A good abstract describes the main aspects of the paper involving any experiments in about 10-  12 lines. Abstracts which are too short must absolutely be avoided. Abstracts should be followed by a few key words.
The main body of the paper should start with a short introduction section defining the area of investigation and the research questions/hypotheses. A methodology section might follow, describing the main aspects of any experimental set up. The results of the investigation are the corner-stone of the paper and should have an adequate presentation, being central to the paper. The paper may be finalised with a discussion in an optional combination with a conclusion.

The reference list is an indispensable part of the paper. However, only references highly relevant to the results of the investigation should be included, omitting general references for the area of investigation. Most importantly, the style of the references must be consistent and direct copies from diverse literature lists in various publications should totally be avoided.

The best paper is a simple paper. Even multidimensional methodologies and complex ideas may be expressed in simple words. It is best to avoid complicated sentence structures in favour of concision to minimise ambiguities. Ideally, a good paper should be read by as large a scientific community as possible and not be confined to a specialized fraction. In this respect, general terminology is preferred to specialized terminology and jargon.
The International Linguistic Society reviewers, along with the editorial team, may provide suggestions for amending aspects of the presentation, as well as an overall harmonisation in the context of The International Linguistic Society proceedings.
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
